Book Distribution: Once you receive your books and materials, please distribute them as soon as
possible to your students. 

Each first grader should receive a copy of Porter the Hoarder, The Nature Explorer.
Each second grader should get a copy of Porter the Hoarder and the Hospital Hijinks. 
Each teacher and school library will receive a copy of the books as well, along with several
digital teacher resources that you may use to enrich your students’ experience. 

Digital Teacher Resources: These resources include digital versions of the books that can be
projected on smart boards, printable classroom activities, how-do-draw videos, and more.
